Hankwitz is running against entrenched incumbent Congressman Brad Sherman in the 
San Fernando Valley's 27th Congressional District.   
 
 According to the California Targetbook, in the 2003 Recall election Governor 
Schwarzenegger won 54% of the votes and Republican Candidates won 2/3 in the 27th 
Congressional District.  If Schwarzenegger is going to win in November, he will have to 
carry the 27th Congressional District again—and potentially lift "Schwarzenegger 
Republican" candidates like Peter Hankwitz with him.
